Remember thisis a summary in your own words not the retelling of the story.

3. Write an opinion paragraph which summarizes the book and your reaction to the story.
Please express your understanding of the moral dilemmasin the novel and how it was
resolved. Finaly let us know if you would recommend the book to othersto read and explain
why or why not.
